Individual Learning Accounts for Students

Students on COSCA validated courses may be eligible to apply for an Individual Learning Account via ILA Scotland. Please see its website for the eligibility criteria. www.ilascotland.org.uk
For the students to be eligible, your training organisation needs to register as an ILA Scotland learning provider. You can download the registration form from the ILA Scotland website under the heading ‘Provider Zone’.
Please note that registration with learndirectscotland for your course(s) to be listed on its National Learning Opportunities Database (NLOD) does not make your organisation eligible to ILA Scotland for your students to apply for ILAs.

For your organisation to be eligible, you would need to provide evidence that your organisation meets quality standards acceptable to ILA. One way of doing this is to become a branded learning centre with learndirectscotland. Please see below for information about how to achieve this. You will be able to achieve this if your organisation processes 100 students or more per annum, and has at least 10 learning opportunities listed on the NLOD database. It may be helpful to know that one module of learning equals one learning opportunity.

In order to become a branded learning centre, providers need to submit an application to learndirectscotland. The process is outlined on this part of learndirectscotland's website:
